IU Health Bloomington Southern Indiana 

Physicians, beginning with a reduction in the waiting 
time for patients to see a primary care provider.

Immediate access to a primary care provider 
is now available at four IU Health Primary Care 
locations in Bloomington—995 S. Clarizz Blvd., 1302 
S. Rogers St., 1520 S. Liberty Drive, 550 S. Landmark 
Ave.—and at 5921 W. Ind. 46 in Ellettsville. These 
IU Health Primary Care offices provide complete 
health care services including routine wellness 
visits, physical exams, men’s and women’s health 
screenings, preventive care, immunizations, health 
screenings, treatment for acute illnesses and minor 
injuries, management of chronic illnesses, and 
much more.

For broken bones, fractures, and sprains, walk-
in hours are available at IU Health Bloomington 
Orthopedics and Sports Medicine. Located at 2605 
E. Creeks Edge Drive, walk-in hours are 8 a.m.–4:30 
p.m. Monday through Friday.

And for immediate care of a non-life-threatening 
illness or injury, IU Health now has two Urgent Care 
locations—one on the east side at 326 S. Woodscrest 
Drive, and a newly opened one at 482 S. Liberty 
Drive on the west side. Both are open 8 a.m.–8 p.m. 
Monday through Friday and 8 a.m.–6 p.m. Saturday 
and Sunday.

Augmented Reality for Spine Surgeons  

IU Health Bloomington neurosurgeons, Jason 
Voorhies and Bryan Wohlfeld, are revolutionizing 
their patient care with a state-of-the-art augmented 
reality (AR) tool that allows them to perform 
minimally invasive surgeries with extreme precision.

AR combines real-world and computer-
generated information to create an enhanced, 
interactive experience for the user. A CT-like image 
is taken in the operating room and formed into a 
virtual 3-D model of the patient’s anatomy. A special 
headset then projects the model for the surgeons to 
guide them during the surgical placement of screws 
that need to be incredibly precise.

“I think using this augmented reality system has a lot of advantages for the 
patient and the surgeon,” says Wohlfeld. “The technology makes the minimally 
invasive surgeries very streamlined and effective. This brings me up front and 
center to where I need to be.”

AR can allow for extremely precise, minimally invasive spine surgery, 
which typically leads to faster patient recovery times. And having this service 
in Bloomington means individuals can have the procedure close to home 
rather than having to drive to Indianapolis.

“I’ve been very happy with the results that my patients have achieved,” 
Voorhies adds. “I’ve had several patients who had just wonderful relief of their 
back pain and nerve pain, and they’re very happy.”
